I wil/ say that it's my favorite, and what a
privilege it is for the Cates family to introduce
this glad!

Paul’s Annual Letter

Hello to all our glad friends,

This is rare! Finally we had a growing season with nothing to complain about!
In 2009, there was almost never-ending rain. In 2010, we had a major weed
problem due to worker shortage.

In 2011, however, we had a good balance between rain and shine, and there-
fore a successful harvest of both blooms and corms. As a result, we were able
to re-list most of the glads un-listed in 2010.

Our supply of corms this year is sufficient for us to restore the “6 for the price
of 5” special we reluctantly did not offer last year. Please make note of it on
your order forms.

It is a strong motivator for us to be able to make available gladiolus varieties
which are otherwise difficult to find. We continue to look for heirloom cultivars
and are willing to purchase or trade for same, even if you don't know their
names. (We enjoy detective work and are grateful to growers who help us iden-
tify the unknowns.)

We are building up stock of several rare old-timers. We also have a growing
collection of Eastern European varieties, as well as several seedlings which have
yet to be introduced, and will list some of them when supply is adequate.

Brown Star Mimranek 2005
(298 EM) A Czech variety, this mini is
brown with small markings. It's very
nice and highly rated, and is good for
both show and design purposes.

“workhorse” pure white. Tall, with a
strong stem that makes this variety very
well suited for commercial use.

(345 LM) A sensation when first intro-
duced, this glad soon became the top
show glad and is still one of the best for
exhibition. Strong potential as a parent
variety for hybridizers. Medium salmon
with a bit of cream in the throat.

Miss Blue Jones 1992
(383 E) We received this variety direct
from Doc Jones in a trade for heirloom
glads. Light blue, slightly ruffled with a
small deep violet throat mark. Still one
of our best blue cut-flower varieties.

(424 M) Tall, healthy, and slightly ruf-

fled. Nacarat is a favorite among the

Cates family and our customers. Its

brilliant deep color has caused us to

refer to it as “the orangest orange.”

(433 M) A Lithuanian glad with a Rus-
sian name which means, “OK, Gromov,
what do you think of this?!” It's a ruf-
fled, deep orangey salmon with a light
yellow center, overlaid with reddish
peppering. We like it very much!

Sister Fortuna II Bates 1998
(435 M) This glad is primarily a ruffled
medium salmon, but its outstanding
feature is a cream-colored throat which
covers the whole center of the floret.
It's a true beauty!

Classification Example: An example of how to use the information presented on

Pierre Goedecki 1990
(358 EM) An almost black-red, Pi-
‘erre is healthy and an excellent
.grower. It's one of the best varieties:
in its popular color class.
. LorM: $2

the name of the variety. In the case of Pierre, the first digit indicates that the av-
erage blossom from a large bulb is 32 to 42" across when fully open.

The second digit in the classification number indicates that the glad is primarily red
in color. The third digit in the classification number is even, which indicates that
Pierre is a dark shade of red with no markings on the florets. If the digit were
odd, it would indicate conspicuous markings on the florets.

And, of course, the letters EM following the classification number indicates that Pi-
erre blooms in the early to mid-season.

Confused? So were we, years ago. Just think:

e The first digit: size
e Isthis number a 1 or a 2? These glads are considered miniatures.
e The second digit: color

e The third digit: shade, light to dark
e An even third digit: pure color
e An odd third digit: pure color with markings

Pricing Guide

Using the classification example above, here’s a guide to deciphering the pricing of
a variety:

The price is always found after the description in our catalog. This price is per bulb.

The letter L in this case indicates that large bulbs are available for purchase, and
the letter M indicates that medium-size bulbs are available for purchase.

S would indicate that small bulbs are available, but we rarely offer small-size bulbs
for sale.

Snow Princess Pfitzer 1939
(400 EM) This is a tall, slightly ruffled,
sturdy white variety. Snow Princess is
still growing strong, over 70 years after
its introduction.

Snow Castle Walker 1982
(200 M) In the 1980s, in its early years,
Snow Castle was the top-rated white
miniature. This year, 30 years after it
was first introduced, we recognize that
this is still one of the best, a ruffled,
very healthy beauty.

(395 M) Change that T in Tantastic’s
name to an F and you have a good de-
scription of this outstanding glad. It's
name is misleading — its color isn't tan.
It's essentially a smaller version of the
legendary Blue Smoke.

Tattle Tale Kollasch 2002
(275 EM) A very attractive novelty me-
dium lavender with bright green throat.
Tattle Tale is one of the best miniature
glad varieties!

Top Brass Baerman 1960
(416 L) A very popular old-timer. Top
Brass is a tall, ruffled deep yellow glad.
Still growing strong and healthy; a stan-
dard among our late season commercial
glad varieties.

Winnetou Markevicius 1994
(393 VE) The originator of this Lithua-
nian glad once described its base color
as “the color of Caucasian people’s skin
in the summer.” It's a slightly ruffled,
light tan variety with an attractive deep
rose throat blotch.

Heirloom Listing
The following varieties were introduced at least 25
years ago. We're pleased to say theyre still healthy
and very beautiful, despite their "advanced” age.

Atom Hedgecock 1946
(252 EM) An old, o/d old-timer. This
bright red mini with white picotee on
the petals is stunning in arrangements.
With robust health, you'd swear Atom
was born yesterday.

Baker’s Dozen Larus 1962
(444 M) This pink-peach colored glad
has been a “workhorse” cut-flower for
us, and has proven itself valuable for
hybridization.

(412 EM) Paul first saw Empire Yel-
low, a light, buttery yellow with a
slightly deeper throat, in 1971 or ‘72 as
grand champion of the Maine show. It's
still a mainstay of Cates Family Glads’
early cut-flower production.

Fiesta Griesbach 1971
(327 M) A bright, optimistic orange with
yellow throat, Fiesta is one of Gries-
bach’s greatest introductions. A top fa-
vorite of the Cates family and of our
floral customers — many of whom even
know the variety by name!

Fun Time (AA) Fischer 1984
(465 M) A very unusual novelty, rose
with a large green throat blotch. It's
one of the most popular All-America
award winners.

Golden Harvest Griesbach 1970
(416 M) A rich, deep yellow glad, tall
and very healthy. We grow Golden
Harvest as a reliable mid- to late-
season cut flower.

Gospel Song Dutch, pre-1960
(358 E) This glad appeared without a
name in a Dutch butterfly collection in
1970, and for years we simply called it
“Holland Red.” Its strong point is its
color. Let the sun shine through its
deep red florets for a show of dazzling
color.

Green Beret Baerman 1972
(304 EM) A wonderful old-time variety,
Green Beret is a warm-toned green
with sculpted florets. It's still one of the
best greens.

Inca Chief Fischer 1975
(427 LM) Carl Fischer sent us Inca
Chief as an extra with the note, “You'l
like this glad.” How right he was! It's a
tall, healthy rich orange with yellow
throat marking. Petals are needle-
pointed, almost sculpted.

Invictus Roberts 1983
(327 LM) One of our “happiest” glads.
Similar to Melodie but vibrant orange
in color, with a red throat marking and
yellow halo around it. If you're looking
for a cheery mid- to late-season floral
pick-me-up, Invictus is the perfect
glad for you!

Jeannie Rose Walker 1987
(279 EM) A medium purple mini with a
deeper throat. It has good growing hab-
its and style, and is excellent for show
or commercial sale. Florists buy it for its
bright “gem tone” color. When avail-
able, it's one of the first varieties to
disappear from our roadside stand.
Lor M: $1.25

Norseman Roberts 1980
(354 VE) Early, bright, and beautiful, it's
small wonder that a leading grower
mentioned Norseman first when asked
for recommendations of outstanding
early varieties. It's another of our
“ageless wonders,” still in robust health
over 30 years since its introduction, and
its red color makes it a rarity among
glads in our early commercial offerings.
L: $1

Peaches and Cream B. White 1971
(341 EM) Like its name suggests,
Peaches and Cream has a cream
throat mark on beautifully-ruffled peach
florets. We like this variety better each
year we grow it.

Classification Guide

Size Classification: The first of digit in a classification number is used to signify
the width of the average fully-open floret (from a large bulb) of a particular variety.
This has nothing to do with the length of a variety’s stem.

3 ' blossoms measuring 3" - 42" across
4 ' blossoms measuring 42 - 5%2" across
5 blossoms measuring over 52"

Color Classification: The second and third digits in a variety’s classification num-
ber refer to the color of the variety. Opinions on some colors may vary slightly from
hybridizer to hybridizer. Please note that an odd classification number indicates
conspicuous markings on the blossom of the glad.

Seasonal Classification: The seasonal classifications of glads are abbreviations
which indicate when, during the growing season, the variety is expected to bloom.

VE: very early (about 65 days)
EM: early/midseason (about 75 days)
LM: late/midseason (about 85 days)

E: early (about 70 days)
M: midseason (about 80 days)
L: late (about 90 days)

(487 M) This deep violet with a white
center star has rapidly gained recogni-
tion as one of the all-time great glads.
Starry Night is equally good for show
or design.

(414 M) A perfect late-summer golden
yellow. It's tall, healthy, and has sturdy
stems, and is great for the garden or for
design work.

blotches on the throat petals that are
surrounded by a pure white border.

(465 E) This variety has been a stan-
dard in the Cates Family Glads fields for
decades. Priscilla is a medium rose
beauty which sports a cream blotch on
a white throat. Our floral customers
love it!

L: $1

Red Bantam Griesbach 1970
(254 M) Everyone knows Red Bantam,
or if you dont, you should. It was long
the standard of quality by which other
minis were judged. This bright red,
slightly ruffled mini is a beauty.

Lor M: $1

Sabrina Summerville 1984
(305 M) This green is really green! It's
eye-catching, tall, and has a high bud
count, with ruffled florets. What sets it
apart from other green glads is its truly
spectacular explosion of rose-red in the
throat. Sabrina is a designers’ delight
— the first florist to see it is most often
the one who buys it.
L or M: $2.50

Silver Dollar Baerman 1962
(300 EM) We call this our “string of
pearls” glad because of its regular
placement of round, white florets on the
stem. Keen eyes can spot a faint silver-
blue halo on the florets’ edges, for
which it likely got its name. Too early
for show, but a good commercial glad.
Lor M: $1

True Love Baerman 1969
(444 LM) A wonderful shade of medium
pink with gorgeous ruffling and good
substance, True Love is still robustly
healthy. It's the type of glad which
makes our hours and hours of work
seem worthwhile.

Violetta Wa/Mo 1978
(384 EM) An unusual beauty; color me-
dium to deep violet. All petals are edged
with a thin, white halo. It has stood the
test of time and remains a florist and
public favorite, and truly stands out
among our collection of several violet
glad varieties.

Blackie Frazee 1995
(458 E) A tall, robust deep burgundy
with a small white throat marking. It
blooms too early for most shows, but
it's popular with floral designers.

(463 LM) A uniquely beautiful rose-pink
glad in shades varying from light to
deep, with remarkable ruffling and sub-
stance, Deanna can open 12+ florets
before fading, which often makes it a
star at the Maine show.

(358 LM) This is the blackest black-red
glad we've seen. In low light, this glad
appears to be a pure black, but in the
sun it sparkles with hints of burgundy.

(368 M) This ruffled, black-rose Euro-
pean beauty has the health and vigor,
not to mention uniqueness of color, to
make it a designer’s favorite.

Fruehling Kollasch 2011
(112 M) The name of this glad, which
means “springtime,” is derived from its
light green color with a slightly darker
throat. It easily opens seven florets on
a tall, sturdy stem. Supply is extremely
limited!

(456 M) We bought this variety from
two growers. This cant be the 498
Fischer introduction from 1986, but it is
a healthy, vibrant 456 red — one of the
best we have.

strange-looking, but fully open, it is
classy! Its basic color is a medium-dark
rose-red with white stripes on each
petal; the back sides of the petals are a
medium yellow-green.

(275 M) A clean, very lightly ruffled me-
dium lavender-rose with a darker mark-
ing on a white throat blotch. Consis-
tently opens 7-8 florets; strong show
mechanics and appeal.

(300 LM) An excellent white All-America
selection. Martha Stewart’s style in-
spires positive comments from design-
ers and Maine show visitors.

Midnight Moon Lull 1995
(387 M) When Paul first saw this glad in
1994, with the deep blue of an angry
sea and a throat the creamy color of
ocean foam, he would've called it “Sea
Fever,” but this glad has a quality of
beauty which transcends any name.

(211 LM) This cream-white is surely
Don Curtis’ best introduction; it's a star
in design and in show. Muriel has also
gained a good reputation internationally
as a quality parent for hybridizing.

(463 M) Heavily ruffled, very healthy, a
true beauty in rose and white. One
spike can make a bouquet!

Nicholas Frederick 1990
(275 E) A lavender, lightly-ruffled mini
with a cream throat. Still one of the
best in its color class.

Pandora’s Box Hartline 2006
(383 EM) In 2009, the deer ate all the
tips of Pandora’s Box and an armful
of half-spikes wound up on our table.
Light to medium lavender with deeper
striping, it's an all-purpose glad that’s
gorgeous as well as delicious!

Papageno Bates 2010
(465 LM) This glad looks very much like
its sister seedling, The Clown, but in
shades of rose rather than salmon, with
a cream throat and red blotch. And peo-
ple love it! A teacher bought enough at
a Portland flower shop to supply each
student with a floret as a model to paint
in an art class.

Pierre Goedecki 1990
(358 EM) An a/most black-red, Pierre is
healthy and an excellent grower. It's
one of the best varieties in its popular
color class.

(387 E) Here in Maine, Purple Haze
has been dynamite for show and com-
mercial sales. Before its introduction, it
took first place in the international Brit-
ish trials. Color and mechanics are both
outstanding.

(278 VE) We are pleased to offer this
Maine original which has gained wide
acceptance from folks hereabouts.
Raspberry is tall, prolific, and an easy
cutter. Color is medium rose with some
deeper rose stripes on flat petals.

Scarlet O'Hara II Hartline 2006
(436 M) Here is one of Cliff's many out-
standing recent introductions. Its scarlet
-orange color is truly an eye-catcher in
the field. Its color is enhanced by a red
lip and red throat marking. At the Maine
show in 2011, Scarlet O'Hara II was a
runaway grand champ! (Chris Cates is a
great selector of show glads!) Florists
love it for design.

Shadow Dancer Madeson 2002
(367 LM) In a Vassalboro, Maine
Grange hall contest against several All-
America candidates, Shadow Dancer
nearly won, and it's small wonder! This
beauty had fourteen florets open, show-
ing its deep rose with markings to its
best advantage.

Star Performer (AA) Hartline 2007
(377 M) In its year of introduction, All-
American Star Performer took most of
the major awards in our Maine show.
Its color is deep lavender, marked
tastefully with white. It's one of the
greatest glads of the last decade.
